                                THE DEATH PENALTY

TIMOTHY McVEIGH, the Oklahoma bomber, will spend his last full day alive in a tiny windowless cell, following to the letter a tightly prepared script, before his execution early tomorrow.
After abandoning attempts to (1)____ the execution, McVeigh, the deadliest domestic terrorist in American history, is now the leading man in the "execution protocol" of the United States prison service. The 51-page "manual of death" governs every moment in the final weekend of McVeigh, who will be the first prisoner to be executed by the Federal government since 1963. 

Wardens at the prison, in Terre Haute, Indiana, moved McVeigh from his cell on death row on Friday to the low, brick execution complex, which has never been (2)______. He will also have been given a letter, headlined "Subject: briefing/execution issues", from the warden's office. 

The eight-point memorandum outlines McVeigh's rights, including where his body will be sent, and the disposal of his personal effects in the prison. It includes Form BP 199, which transfers to his next of kin money that he might have earned from menial tasks in prison. He has been warned that if he fails to complete the form, his possessions will "be disposed of consistent with the Bureau of Prisons Program Statement 2000.02 (Accounting Management Manual)". 

The execution protocol also details what McVeigh can order for the traditional last meal of the (3)_______ man. He can spend up to $20 (£14.60) on food from a local restaurant, although it says that: "No alcohol nor any illegal substances may be used in the preparation or serving of your last meal." 

It also rules out a last cigarette. As with all public buildings in America, Federal Death Row does not permit smoking because it is considered to be bad for the prisoners' health !! McVeigh will be served the meal at 5am in what is called the "execution facility holding cell". 

The room, equipped with a shower and lavatory, is only a few feet from the execution chamber. He is (4)______ five personal photographs, a book, a newspaper, a bible and one religious artefact, such as a rosary. Prison regulations mean that McVeigh, who murdered 168 men, women and children by planting a 7,000lb car bomb outside a government building in 1995, already knows exactly how he will die. 
The warden has told him of his rights, including an execution "in an efficient and humane manner". The execution protocol lays down which guests McVeigh may invite to his (5) ____ death, including "not more than one spiritual adviser, two defence attorneys and three adult friends or relatives (at least 18 years old)". 

He has already been told that he must not wear what the authorities call "street clothes" during the execution by lethal injection. Instead, another letter specifies: "You will wear a pair of khaki trousers, a white T-shirt, white briefs, socks and slip-on shoes." 

Early this morning, McVeigh will lose the right to make what the prison describes as "social telephone calls", (6)______ he can still ring his lawyers. Tomorrow's execution was postponed from last month after the FBI suddenly admitted that it had failed before McVeigh's trial to hand over to his legal team thousands of documents gathered by agents during its investigation. 

Two courts last week ruled that the evidence in the documents would not have affected the result of the trial and while McVeigh (7)_____ have lodged further appeals, he has instead asked for the death sentence to be carried out as planned. Federal authorities in Terre Haute have now reinstated the elaborate plans for the execution. 

They also expect up to 3,000 members of the media and hundreds of anti capital punishment protesters. All police leave in Terre Haute has been cancelled in case supporters of McVeigh's far-Right views stage an attack in (8)______. 

The Oklahoma bomber's last three hours will be chronicled precisely. Prison staff will note every minute, including the time he is walked from his cell to the execution chamber, the moment he is strapped to a padded table ready for injection and when the curtains are opened to the viewing room used by witnesses. 

The execution chamber can be viewed on two sides from four rooms providing facilities for official witnesses, the media, relatives of victims and McVeigh's guests. There will also be a video link to Oklahoma where 300 more relatives will watch the execution on closed circuit television. 

McVeigh will be hidden by curtains until wardens have strapped him down and a doctor has inserted the intravenous drip used for the chemicals into his arm. Before his execution at 7am, McVeigh is permitted to make a "reasonably brief" last statement. The warden has the power to switch off the microphone (9)________ his words if he takes too long. 

The lethal cocktail of chemicals begins with sodium pentothal to induce sleep, then pancuronium bromide, which stops breathing and finally potassium chloride, which stops the heart. It will take up to 10 minutes to kill him. 

Staff at the prison must then make one final check to ensure that there has been no last-minute (10)_____ of execution. The warden will then say "We are ready" - the last words Timothy McVeigh will ever hear.
